Engage in ongoing professional development and integrate research into practice.
Key Areas for Assessment:

o Reflective learning and knowledge application (C7.E2)

e Accessing and applying current research (C15.E1-E4)
Assessment:

o Does the practitioner have a clear plan for accessing, evaluating, and applying the
latest scientific literature in their practice?

e Is there evidence of a commitment to ongoing CPD activities aligned with
professional goals?

7. Practice Management (C8, C21)

Competency:
Establish, manage, and monitor a clinical practice.
Key Areas for Assessment:
e Business planning and financial management (C8.E1, C8.E2)
¢ Implementing effective management strategies (C8.E3, C8.E4)
¢ Managing practice resources and personnel (C8.E4)
Assessment:

o Does the PDP include strategies for managing the practical aspects of running a
practice, such as financial management and staff development (if applicable)?

e Are there action steps for maintaining compliance with practice management
standards?

8. Client-Centred Approach and Scope of Practice (C5, C16, C17)

Competency:
Provide client-centred care and operate within the scope of practice.
Key Areas for Assessment:

¢ Respecting professional boundaries and client needs (C5.E2)



Providing personalised, client-centred services (C16.E1, C17.E5)

Operating within scope and seeking referrals as necessary (C5.E2.8)

Assessment:

Is the practitioner’s PDP aligned with providing client-centred care and maintaining
professional integrity?

Does the practitioner clearly outline the steps for staying within their scope of
practice?

9. Infection Control and Safety (C13, C14)

Competency:

Comply with infection prevention and control policies and procedures.

Key Areas for Assessment:

Implementing infection control measures (C13.E1)

Monitoring and evaluating infection prevention procedures (C14.E3)

Assessment:

Has the practitioner included plans to update or refresh their knowledge of
infection control procedures?

Is there evidence of adherence to health and safety guidelines in their practice
plan?

10. First Aid and Emergency Response (C9)

Competency:

Provide first aid and respond to emergencies in a health practice.

Key Areas for Assessment:

Recognising and responding to emergencies (C9.E1)

Applying first aid principles and procedures (C9.E2)

Assessment:

Does the PDP demonstrate that the practitioner has updated their first aid skills
and is prepared to respond to emergencies?

Are plans in place for ensuring ongoing competency in first aid?
